OBITUARY AND MINUTES SILENCE FOR MIKE HILL – FORMER MORELAND MAYOR AND COUNCILLOR
One of Moreland’s most distinguished citizens, Mike Hill, passed away on 26 July 2016. 

Mike was Moreland’s first Mayor in 1996, twenty years ago this year. Prior to this Mike spent 8 years as a Councillor of the City of Brunswick. He and his colleagues on the first Council came with a long term vision of what local government could achieve through cooperation and advocacy with the other tiers of government. Mike also played a key role in defining the culture of the new Council and amongst many other important achievements, was responsible for Moreland’s defining slogan ‘One Community, Proudly Diverse’. In my mind, I often think of him as one of the people who created Moreland’s DNA as a socially and environmentally progressive Council with a love for its Democracy.

He was a passionate conservationist and champion of environmental sustainability. He served on a range of bodies, including Environment Protection Victoria, Sustainability Victoria and the Natural Resources Conservation League. He was also the driving force behind the establishment of the award-winning Moreland Energy Foundation, and its chair for ten years.

A mentor and friend to many at Moreland, Mike was warm-hearted and generous with his time. He understood how local government could work to achieve real, practical changes to the sustainability of our communities. A founding member of the Victorian Local Government Association, Mike was its CEO for nine years.  

In his professional and personal life, he practiced what he preached. With his partner Lorna Pitt he developed an award-winning Westwyck Eco Village, within the heritage-listed former Brunswick West Primary School. The 30-apartment development won One Planet endorsement and has shown the way to other innovative housing projects like ‘The Commons’ in Brunswick and more recently ‘The Nightingale’.

Mike was a life member of the Australian Labor Party and a member for more than 50 years. He was deeply respected by people of all political persuasions and was appointed to roles by both Labor and Liberal Governments.

	Mr Cox and Ms Ludekens asked Council in reference to agenda item DED62/16, Planning Amendment C160 1-9 Moreland Road, why are the proposed building heights are considered appropriate (as mentioned in the report)? 

In regard to the traffic impact on Moore Street, how is it reasonable to suggest that a potential 40 additional cars would not impact parking and traffic on the street? 4 storeys, 20 dwellings, 40 cars?

Cr Ratnam advised that it is likely that this Council report will be deferred to allow Councillors to receive additional information about this Amendment as there are some concerns with the proposal.

Cr Tapinos recommended that a meeting be held between Councillors and residents to understand the issues before it comes back to Council for decision.

Cr Bolton advised that she was shocked that an interface for the protection of the Merri Creek does not exist. She advised that she supported a deferral for this item. At her recent ward meeting, residents of Moore Street raised traffic issues. Council needs to do something to protect the Creek parkland.

Cr Hopper advised that there are Development Guidelines for Merri Creek Corridor projects and these are used in conjunction with the Moreland Planning Scheme when accessing planning applications. Cr L Thompson’s motion will cement this as this land is encompassed within the Brunswick Structure Plan which is still with the Minister for decision and this application is part of the Industrial Land Strategy which will be going to Panel.

Ms Marilyn Moore – Pascoe Vale South

	Ms Moore advised Council that she had read in the newspaper a public notice advising that the Turner Street, Pascoe Vale Maternal and Child Health building was being sold and relocated. Where is it being relocated to and was there any public consultation and if so, with whom? 

James Scott, Director Corporate Services advised that the centre will be relocated to the newly developed Pascoe Vale Community Centre which is currently being constructed. The sale of land proposal is out for consultation at the moment and closes on 22 August 2016. 

Cr Ratnam advised that this has been a long standing issue.

Cr Kavanagh advised that there is another Maternal and Child Health Centre in Woodlands Grove which services the area. He supports the relocation and the new site.

Cr Bolton asked when decisions about this site were made.

Nerina Di Lorenzo, Chief Executive Officer advised that decisions around this site have been made since 2012, but exact dates would be provided to Ms Moore in writing.

Cr Gillies advised that the decision to relocate the Centre meant that Council could get funding for the towards the construction of the building. Co-locating services is a shift for the community and creates efficiencies in service as well as increasing the safety of staff and users.

Amendment C160 to the Moreland Planning Scheme: 1-9 Moreland Road, Coburg - Decision Gateway 2: Report on results of public exhibition (D16/229459)

	Amendment C160 affects land at 1-9 Moreland Road, Coburg (the site) and is summarised as follows:


Rezone the site from Industrial 3 Zone (IN3Z) to part Commercial 2 Zone (C2Z) and part Mixed Use Zone (MUZ).


Introduce a new Design and Development Overlay (DDO25) to the site. DDO25 applies built form requirements including mandatory building heights ranging from 4 to 6 storeys across the site.


Modify the extent of the Heritage Overlay (HO) to apply to the office building fronting Moreland Road.


Apply the Environmental Audit Overlay (EAO) to the precinct to ensure potential contamination issues are addressed.

In December 2015 Council resolved to seek the Minister’s authorisation to prepare the Amendment and following receipt of authorisation, to publicly exhibit the amendment (DED104/15).
A total of 16 submissions were received following public exhibition. The submissions were generally supportive of the proposed rezoning but concerns were raised with regard to:

Building height in relation to Moore Street, Campbell Reserve and the Merri Creek corridor.

Car parking and traffic impacts on Moore Street.


The proposed reduction in the extent of the Heritage Overlay.


The implementation of landscaping for the site.


The implementation of Environmentally Sustainable Development (ESD) measures.
In response to submissions, Council Officers have proposed modifications to the planning controls (DDO25) including:


Additional guidance on building heights facing the Merri Creek. 


Clarifying that the proposed various heights (ranging from 4 to 6 storeys) are mandatory heights.


Additional design guidance to reduce the visual impact of buildings facing the Merri Creek corridor.


Additional guidance on landscaping.

In addition, a further change is recommended to ensure the Amendment is consistent with the Moreland Industrial Land Strategy 2015-2030 (MILS) and associated Amendment C158. 

The next step in the Amendment process is to request the appointment of a Panel. The Panel hearing will provide a further opportunity for submitters to have their issues considered. Council Officers will report back to Council on the Panel’s recommendations after the Panel report is received.

Pentridge Masterplans (D16/252954)

	At its March 2016 meeting, (GB11/16) Council resolved to receive a report regarding the potential for a Planning Scheme Amendment(s), incorporating public consultation, to change both Masterplans for the Pentridge site to include more open space and low density developments. 

During February and March 2016, Council requested that the Minister for Planning initiate a review of the Pentridge Masterplans. On 23 March 2016, the Minister wrote to Council and advised that he would not be initiating a review of the Masterplans. 
This report outlines the existing statutory controls and planning approvals in place for the site along with the process, likely costs and risks associated with initiating a Planning Scheme Amendment to change the planning controls for the site. The report outlines a way forward for achieving improved planning and design outcome for the precinct through both existing planning controls and revised Masterplans by continuing to work with the respective landowners as informed by the wider development framework that applies to the rest of the Coburg Activity Centre.

	Cr Ratnam moved, Cr Hopper seconded that -
1. To note Council’s ongoing strong opposition to the form of development that was subsequently approved by respective Minister’s for Planning through revised Pentridge masterplans following Council’s removal as the Responsible Authority for the Pentridge land.

2. To note that despite acknowledging the concerns of Council and the community regarding the lack of consultation undertaken in amending the masterplans that the current Minister for Planning has declined to lead the future review of the masterplans, encouraging all parties (Council, landowners and Heritage Victoria) to continue to work together to ensure high quality planning and urban design outcomes are delivered.

3. To note that the process to review and consult on the masterplans will take approximately 18 months and a formal planning scheme amendment to incorporate the revised masterplans (replace the existing masterplans) will take approximately 2 years to complete. During this period Council will work to achieve the best possible outcomes within the existing planning framework as described in resolution 8 and 9.
4. As a consequence of the Minister’s decision Council will lead a review of the masterplans noting the need to work collaboratively with the landowners and Heritage Victoria as the most expedient way to achieve revised masterplans. Once having obtained agreement to this collaboration, Council will engage with the Office of the Victoria Government Architect to assist in the review process.

5. That Council receives a further report within 6 months confirming the progress of all parties to undertake a collaborative review of the masterplans and to consider what additional resources may be required from Council to enable the masterplan reviews in the event that an independent review is necessary by Council.

6. That having regard to Council’s adopted planning policy framework for the Coburg Activity Centre as a place of intensive development, that the revised Masterplans align with the Development Framework that supports the wider Activity Centre.

7. To note that funds not spent from the 2015-2016 design review panel budget line have been carried forward to 2016-2017 to fund a review of the 2006 ‘Pentridge Public Realm Masterplan’, with a focus of obtaining the advice of a heritage landscape specialist to determine in particular the landscaping outcome that should be achieved for Champ Street.
8. That having been returned as the Responsible Authority for the land, note that Council officers will continue to focus on providing urban design advice on planning permit applications lodged with Council for the Pentridge site to achieve the best possible outcomes for development at the site including best practice sustainable design, affordable and accessible housing, public realm outcomes and minimal amenity impacts beyond the site.
9. To note that Council officers will continue to encourage the developers to engage early with Council officers in the design process so that Council officers can provide planning and heritage advice on applications prior to them being lodged with either Council or Heritage Victoria.

Hopetoun Avenue Park Reserve, Brunswick West (D16/260165)

	Residents in Brunswick West are in danger of losing a section of Hopetoun Avenue Reserve which backs onto the Moonee Ponds Creek in Brunswick West. Melbourne Water is seeking Ministerial fast tracking to rezone Lot1B from Public Park and Recreation to Residential.

Residents in the area have used the Hopetoun Reserve as public open space. It has an Environmental Significance Overlay (ESO2) which recognises the Moonee Ponds Creek environment and confirms a linear corridor as an asset.

Friends of Moonee Ponds Creek has conducted plantings in the reserve over a number of years.

Moreland Council’s Open Space Strategy 2012-2022 states that the Moonee Ponds Creek has been heavily modified and urbanised and any opportunity to retain Open Space along the creek corridor is a priority, with a key objective to:

•
advocate for formalisation of surplus public utility land as designated public open space.

The Moonee Ponds Creek Concept Plan (1992), a joint MMBW (now Melbourne Water) and Moonee Ponds Creek Association (now Friends of Moonee Ponds Creek) plan is consistent with the Statement of Purpose of the Friends of Moonee Ponds Creek Statement of Purpose, which reads:

To ensure the preservation, restoration, environment protection and ecologically sensitive development and maintenance of the Moonee Ponds Creek and adjoining catchment areas, with a long term aim of securing a major regional park (the Moonee Ponds Creek Parklands) with significant recreation and conservation value.

Coburg Football Integration Development Association (FIDA) (D16/260177)

	Coburg FIDA (Football Integration Development Association) provides football opportunities to for people with intellectual disabilities. This year with City Oval being available to them for very limited use it has put enormous financial stress on the club. Added to this, the illness of their president meant they missed the applications for community grant applications.

It would be hard to find a more deserving community organisation than Coburg FIDA.

The following letter was received from the President of Coburg FIDA:

I wish to draw to your attention that the Coburg FIDA Football Club has had very limited opportunities in 2016 to raise any revenue due to the fact that Piranha Park has not been available to us. Unfortunately we as a club rely exclusively on our club canteen to help us assist our intellectually disabled footballers. Without the use of Piranha Park we have seen supporters, families, players and other known teams such as the Coburg Superules players not attend the bulk of our matches.

The Coburg Fida team has been in the community since 2011 and whilst we aim to strive to continue to be both successful on and off the field, we are truly feeling that we need financial support to sustain the rest of this year and market our team to the wider community as quickly as possible to ensure we have a competitive FIDA team in 2017.

Fida football gives people in our community a chance to play main stream football and become engaged in the community. With over 600 players playing, we know that we are servicing the local community and families who would never participate in such sports. The AFL assists with basic direction and umpiring but, the overall logistics, administration, player jumpers, washing of outfits, incursions, football gear and the like are the full responsibility of each club.

Over the last two months I have been most unwell and was hospitalized, hence the late submission to you and the Moreland Council. However, I have tried my very best to keep the club proactive by promoting the club to as many as possible and even attracting discussions with people once they read the Leader article which was written by Emma Hastings a little while ago.

The amount of $2500.00 would make a huge impact to the club and players and would ensure that the community has our team ready to at least finish the year and start promoting in 2017. We are keen to be a part of the night market in December to spread our team to the wider community.

I look forward to your support and trust that you find our submission worthy of consideration.

Moreland Road, Brunswick West/Pascoe Vale South, Pedestrian Operated Signals between Coonans Road and Melville Road (D16/243020)

	At the 13 April 2016 Council meeting, a petition (PET12/16) with 182 signatures (increased by 42 signatures since meeting) was received asking Council to request VicRoads to install a safe pedestrian crossing on Moreland Road, Brunswick West/Pascoe Vale South, approximately midway between Melville and Coonans Roads. Addition to this petition, a Change.org petition was set up which received 32 signatures which was sent to VicRoads. Since receiving the petition, a Councillor and Council officer met with concerned residents in May 2016 to discuss options to have pedestrian operated signals installed on Moreland Road.

As Moreland Road is a VicRoads owned and managed road, Council has no powers to install a pedestrian crossing without approval from VicRoads. To ensure this matter is investigated by VicRoads, a Council officer emailed VicRoads on 8 July 2016 and informed them of the petition and requested the enquiry be passed to the relevant team for investigation. 

It must be noted that pedestrian crossings can only be installed where certain warrants from VicRoads’ ‘Traffic Engineering Manual Vol. 1’ are met. The guidelines state that for a signalised pedestrian crossing to be considered, in any one hour, there needs to be a minimum of 100 pedestrians and more than 500 vehicles within 20 metres of the proposed site.
A traffic and pedestrian count was undertaken in July 2016 between the hours of 3pm and 4pm at the intersection of Moreland Road and Everett Street. The count showed that there were four pedestrian and 1278 vehicles in the one hour period. Based on these numbers, the VicRoads warrants are not met. However, local residents have been in regular contact with Council since the initial petition. As part of this contact, local residents have provided officers with information on the numbers and location of student who attend Brunswick North West Primary School. This information shows a total of 139 students live in Pascoe Vale, Pascoe Vale South and Coburg. These students would benefit from a safe controlled crossing point on Moreland Road. As such, Council officers believe that there are road safety benefits to the proposal and as such, it should be pursued.

A review of Council’s systems has shown that this issue has been raised a number of times since 2012. There were also records from 2002 requesting a crossing point on Moreland Road between Pascoe Vale Road and Coonans Road. Given the ongoing issues and the benefit the crossing will provide to the community, it is recommended to write to the Minister for Roads and request that funding for the pedestrian operated signals is prioritised.

Cycling in Ararat Avenue, Coburg North (D16/11959)

	At the July 2015 Council meeting (NOM34/15) Council resolved:

To install appropriate signage on Ararat Avenue, Coburg North to make motorists aware that the street is an on-road part of the Upfield Shared Path.

Receive a report outlining options for improving cyclist safety on Ararat Avenue.

As a result, appropriate signage was installed on Ararat Avenue, Coburg North to warn motorists of cyclists in the area. Council officers then undertook a site inspection to consider options for improving cyclist safety on this road. 
The Upfield Shared Path terminates at either end of Ararat Avenue due to the existing mature trees on the railway reserve. It is unlikely in the short term that a formal shared path can be installed along the railway reserve in this section due to infrastructure and environmental impacts. This site was identified in a report presented to Council at its December 2015 meeting - Item 128 of Upfield Shared Path – North of Bell Street – Project Priority (DCI53/15). This report resolved that a solution for this site be investigated and costed. Any options will require support from various key stakeholders from external bodies and will be investigated in the coming months..

A package of signs have been installed at key points along Ararat Avenue (Attachment 1) and a high level investigation into cost and feasibility of creating an off-road shared in the abutting land on the western side of the road has been undertaken. 

There are a number of constraints along the proposed alignment for the off-road path, including stormwater drainage, a high pressure gas line, unfenced railway line and mature native trees in the road reserve. Given the constraints, the construction of an off road shared would need to be constructed as a boardwalk, with deviations and splits to avoid mature trees. This would not only be a high initial cost, but would significantly increase maintenance cost burden, and would not be a high quality off road path.

The estimated cost of constructing a decked off road shared path, along with fencing the path from the rail reserve is approximately $250,000, variable subject to the fencing requirements imposed by VicTrack, the agency controlling the rail reserve.

Parking and Traffic Management in Breese Street, Brunswick (D16/200789)

	At the 9 September 2015 Council meeting, Councillors raised concerns (GB43/15) about the impacts of the level of development occurring in Breese Street, in particular the concerns relating to traffic and parking. 

Traffic volumes and speed data was reviewed as part of the traffic investigation. The review showed that the average weekday volumes on Breese Street has increased from 1080 to 1963 (81%) since 2010 and the 85th (the speed at which 85% of vehicle travel at or below) has reduced from 38.9km/h to 36.3km/h.
The speeds measured are considered acceptable for a local road with a 50km/h speed limit. Despite the increase in traffic volumes, the volumes measured do not exceed Council’s preferred maximum for local roads of 3000 vehicles per day. Based on this data, Council officers consider that Breese Street is working within its defined capacity as set out in the Moreland Integrated Transport Strategy. However, to monitor future traffic conditions, Breese Street will be added to the yearly traffic count list. 

The option of turning Breese Street to one-way has been considered by Council officers. Whilst turning Breese Street one-way may provide some improvements, this is outweighed by the potential increased vehicles speeds, reduced permeability of the road network and restricted access for Emergency Services and local residents. Based on these issues, the proposal to turn Breese Street from two-way to one-way is not recommended or supported.

Currently the west side of Breese Street has No Stopping restrictions between 9am to 6pm Monday to Friday and 9am to 1pm Saturday. Extending the hours of operation is not recommended as when vehicles are parked on both sides of the road, it acts as a form of traffic calming. Cars travelling in opposite directions are forced to slow down and give way by utilising the gaps between parked cars, such as driveways. Deliveries to local businesses also need to be maintained during business hours and constructions vehicles need to access developments. 

The west side of Breese Street currently has 1P, 9am to 6pm Monday to Friday and 9am to 1pm Saturday. Residents of Breese Street can purchase parking permits to exempt them from the restrictions, unless the property was subdivided after August 2011. This short term parking allows for high turnover of non residential vehicles, thus creating more parking availability for local residents. Given the ongoing changes in Breese Street, the appropriate parking restrictions cannot be determined at this stage. As such, it is proposed to undertake a parking review once all development has been complete or stabilised. It is anticipated this development will be complete within three years.

Drainage Upgrade - Raeburn Reserve (D16/242628)

	At the Council meeting held on 13 July 2016, a General Business Item (GB32/16) called for a report to consider new drainage to the grounds for Pascoe Vale Football Club, where it is currently prioritised and whether it can be placed at the top of the list for drainage works.

Pascoe Vale Football Club is based at Raeburn Reserve, Pascoe Vale, and is one of only two football clubs operating at premier league level. Raeburn Reserve also fields cricket during summer that is played on a turf wicket table. The ground is currently classed as an ‘A Category’ ground.

Raeburn Reserve currently falls outside of the Capital works scheduled for the next five years. This program sees an average of $340,000 allocated each year for major drainage and irrigation upgrades totalling $1.67 million over a five year period.

Out of Council’s 56 sporting grounds, only three have high levels of drainage; CB Smith main pitch, City Oval and De Chene Reserve. Many requests are received each year to improve the drainage on sporting surfaces, especially during the winter months. With higher than average rainfall over the past two months, and increasing usage demands on our sporting grounds due to membership growth, comes ongoing issues with managing these grounds.

Whilst there are some opportunities within the current capital program to complete these works due to other irrigations works been completed ahead of schedule, grounds currently in the program should be first to move up the list. There is potential to move Raeburn Reserve into the capital program for drainage works in 2019-2020.

The five year capital program will be reviewed and updated following an independent condition report for each ground commencing within the next two months. This will assist Council to revise the capital program from a ground condition perspective.

Blue Orbital Smartbus Electric Bus Advocacy (D16/205356)

	At the Council meeting on 13 April 2016, Council resolved (GB23/16) to write to the six other municipalities situated along the Blue Orbital SmartBus (904) route, the Bus Association of Australia and the Public Transport Users’ Association to seek support regarding investigation of the potential to pursue a trial of electric buses as part of the Blue Orbital SmartBus Route.

The Blue Orbital SmartBus was a proposed high frequency, prioritised service that was to run from Sandringham to Williamstown via Brunswick Road. It was deleted from the State Government’s, then, transport plan, Meeting our Transport Challenges (MOTC, 2006) in 2008.
Since the Council meeting the Mayor and Council officers met with AVASS Pty Ltd, an electric bus manufacturer, to discuss the merits and practicalities of operating electric buses in Melbourne and received the responses from three of the six municipalities contacted.

All three municipalities expressed support for service reinstatement. The Bus Association provided a more cautious response, indicating that the proposed route was served by a number of routes that have recently had improved service frequency. 

The meeting with AVASS Pty Ltd provided insight into the innovations occurring in electric buses and how opportunities may emerge to introduce electric buses into greater Melbourne’s bus fleet as 70% of that fleet is due for renewal in 2018. AVASS Pty Ltd indicated it has been involved in early discussions with Public Transport Victoria.

Given a level of interest in electric buses and the call for the reinstatement of the Blue Orbital SmartBus is growing, in part due to Council’s advocacy, it is now considered appropriate to pursue these matters with the Minister for Public Transport.

Traffic and parking concerns around 223 Melville Road, Brunswick West (D16/246095)

	At the 25 November 2015 Urban Planning Meeting, the Planning Permit Application (MPS/1987/1/A) was considered. The following part of the resolution related to City Infrastructure:


The Director City Infrastructure investigate the options for alternative parking restrictions and possible traffic management in Bakers Parade, Bonar Avenue, McGregor Avenue and Wales Street, Brunswick West and the residents of these streets be fully consulted prior to a report to Council outlining any recommendations to changes in parking.

Council engineers have undertaken investigations into the parking and traffic conditions in Bakers Parade, Bonar Avenue, McGregor Avenue and Wales Street, Brunswick West, herein known as the study area.

Traffic speed and volume surveys were undertaken on Bakers Parade, McGregor Street and Bonar Street in May 2016. A survey was previously undertaken in Wales Street in 2011. The results of these counts showed that:


Bakers Parade – 484 vehicles per day and an 85th percentile speed of 32km/h;


McGregor Street – 249 vehicles per day and an 85th percentile speed of 29.9km/h;


Wales Street – 495 vehicles per day and an 85th percentile speed of 40.5km/h; and


Bonar Street – 129 vehicles per day and an 85th percentile speed of 26.5km/h.

The vehicle speeds and volumes are considered acceptable for a local road within an inner city residential suburb. As such, officers have determined that there are no warrants to install any new/additional traffic management devices within the study area at this time.

Multiple site inspections were undertaken to assess parking levels within the study area. These inspections were carried out at different times of the day. The results of the inspections showed that parking within the study area was low and had little impact on traffic operations within the study area. Based on these inspections it is recommended that there be no changes to the current parking arrangements in the study area.

In addition to the parking and traffic investigations, Council officers also looked into how many parking and traffic complaints have been received since the implementation of Council’s Customer Request System in 2008. This review showed that there have been a total of 12 complaints relating to parking and traffic conditions within the study area. The level of parking and traffic management complaints received for the study area is considered to be exceptionally low. This would indicate that parking and traffic conditions are generally not an issue in the study area.

	Amendment C161 affects land at 395‑429 Albert Street, Brunswick (‘the precinct’) and is summarised as follows:


Rezone the precinct from the Industrial 1 Zone (INZ1) to the Mixed Use Zone (MUZ).


Introduce a new Design and Development Overlay (DDO26) to the precinct. DDO26 applies built form requirements to achieve defined design outcomes including a mandatory maximum height of six storeys. 


Apply the Environmental Audit Overlay (EAO) to the precinct to ensure potential contamination issues are addressed.

In December 2015 Council resolved to seek the Minister’s authorisation to prepare the Amendment and following receipt of authorisation, to publicly exhibit the amendment (DED105/15). Amendment C161 was publicly exhibited from 3 March to 7 April 2016 and a total of 10 submissions were received.
No objections were made to the proposed rezoning but a range of concerns were raised with regard the future development of the precinct. The most commonly raised concerns were to built form and car parking.
In response to submissions, Council Officers do not propose any changes to the overall building heights but recommend additional detail be included in DDO26 to clarify design expectations of future development, including:


Preferred setbacks, design and landscaping of development along the extensive interface with Clifton Park to provide passive surveillance and activation of the park and to soften the visual impact of buildings on the park and path.


Preferred design and location of the path separating the precinct from Clifton Park (including where it should be shared across public and private land).


Move the primary north-south public path through the precinct from the middle of the property at 427 Albert Street to be shared along the boundaries of 427 and 429 Albert Street and include a preferred 3 metre width for this path. The design details of this path are still being discussed with the affected landowners and it is recommended Council delegate authority to Council Officers to continue these discussions prior to the Panel hearing in an effort to reach general agreement.


Setbacks in accordance with ResCode along the western interface with existing low scale areas in the Neighbourhood Residential Zone (NRZ) and Heritage Overlay (HO).

No changes are proposed in response to car parking concerns because this is beyond the scope of the amendment. Future development applications will be assessed against the relevant car parking requirements of the planning scheme. On-street car parking restrictions where residents in any new development are not eligible for on-street parking permits could also be considered in future.

The next step in the Amendment process is to request the appointment of a Panel.  The Panel hearing will provide a further opportunity for submitters to have their issues considered.  Council officers will report back to Council on the Panel’s recommendations after the Panel report is received.

	The purpose of this report is to seek approval for the appointment of the preferred contractor (Evergreen Civil Pty Ltd) to supply, construct and deliver the upgrade works of Dawson Street, Brunswick. This will implement the streetscape improvements on Dawson Street as per the tender drawings prepared in December 2015.  The staging for the project is shown in Figure 1 in the Background section of this report.

The works, located between Sydney Road and the Upfield Rail Line, will include new paving, kerb and channel, widened footpaths, pedestrian threshold crossings, water sensitive urban design, trees and landscaping. 

Council invited tenders Stage 1 and Stage 2 seeking a contractor to deliver the project. These tenders were evaluated by the tender evaluation panel and Evergreen Civil Pty Ltd achieved the highest score. See Attachment 1 for tender evaluation matrix. 

The project has allocated budgets of $750,000 within the 2016-2017 financial year capital works program to deliver the Stage 1 works, and $900,000 within the 2017-2018 financial year capital works program to deliver the Stage 2 works. The lump sum tender price by Evergreen Civil Pty Ltd is $922,959.16 excluding GST, which also includes provisionals ($8,159.05). A 20% contingency of $184,590 is also allocated to cover any variations during construction. 

Additionally, $13,550 will be required for APA Gas relocation works, $57,625 will be required for Telstra pit asbestos removal and alignment of pits with new paving, $50,000 will be required for Citipower relocation works, and $78,320 will be required for a dedicated Traffic Controller to manage pedestrian and traffic movement, bringing the total anticipated project expenditure to $1,214,749.

GST) which includes provisional items of $107,666.32 (excluding GST). Considering the complexity of the project and the amount of underground services in the area a 20% contingency of $205,344.00 is also allocated to cover any variations during construction. 

Additionally, $120,000 will be required for Telstra pit asbestos removal and alignment of pits. $62,000 will be required to fund a full time night works supervisor. Due to available project budget works to Page Street (between Sydney Road and Russell Street) will also be carried out as part of this project. The design and delivery of Page Street will cost approximately $400,000. This will bring the total anticipated project expenditure to $1,814,068.52 including the project contingency.

	This report outlines the activities delivered by the Urban Planning service and some key aspects of the Building service.

Overall the report shows that record numbers of planning permit applications were received and determined in the 2015-2016 financial year showing the trend of significant development activity within Moreland continues. Over the past 5 years planning permit application numbers have increased by 31%.

Despite this increase decision-making has exceeded expectations with record numbers of applications determined through 2015-2016. By decision type the top three decisions were: 


74% delegate approvals where no objections were received; 


12% notices of decision to approve where objections had been received; and 


6% refusals, noting refusals are tracking above the Metropolitan average of 5%. 

However, even though the service has achieved an average of 58 days to make a decision against statutory timeframes of 60 days, the VCAT caseload has remained high and decisions have not kept pace with the extra workload; the backlog of decisions has increased by 16%. 
Both Planning and Building enforcement activity remains very high with record case numbers received in the 2015-16 financial year. That said there have been significant inroads into reducing the backlog in Building cases; now down by 58%.

	Keep Me Posted (KMP) is a consumer campaign advocating every person’s right to choose, free of charge, how they receive important financial information. 
Increasingly, businesses are restricting access to paper bills and statements, denying their customers an informed choice. 

KMP is a partnership of interest groups, charities, political representatives and businesses that represent Australians who are disadvantaged by lack of choice, or simply do not agree with being forced to receive their bills by email. 

While most Australians have access to the internet, there is a growing digital divide, leaving a large section of the population without knowledge of and access to the internet. Currently, one in five Australians are not accessing the internet at home. Many of these 4.1 million people are disabled, from disadvantaged backgrounds or elderly (aged above 60). 

Even if people have a mobile phone, these devices aren’t a substitute to home computers because of their smaller size, formatting and unsuitability for record keeping.

Supporting Buskers in Moreland (D16/260171)

	Moreland City Council allows busking in the municipality with a valid permit, however the system does not currently support contemporary busking that requires more flexibility and support for buskers. For example, the current system uses the one application form for any on-street activity including busking, fundraising collections, intersection collections, street stalls, political campaigning etc. This ‘one size fits all’ approach does not respond to the practical considerations of musical, artistic and other forms of busking. Buskers have requested that Council allow more flexibility in permits for buskers that would allow for a change in location without one month’s advance notice and more support around safety and other protocols.
The current system requires a busker to apply for a permit at least one month in advance, and to nominate exactly where and what times they intend performing. However, buskers are often not able to predict when the weather or another location may be favourable for busking. The system could have more flexibility to be able to move to a more favourable location, if need be such as if the weather makes the nominated location unfavourable.

The Melbourne City Council requires all general busking permit applicants to attend a safety audit at the town hall. These sessions are run regularly. Once a busker has completed an application on line, they can book into the next induction course. The rules pertaining to permitted busking locations are explained fully: such as not blocking shop doorways during business hours or not performing within five metres of a road intersection, including any pedestrian crossing or traffic signals. Distances between buskers need to be at least thirsty metres apart. Also, up to a maximum of two hours is permitted in the one location. Once the permit is granted, a performer can busk any time, as long as you adhere to the above criteria. The cost of the initial yearly permit is $20 and it can be renewed yearly online for $10.

In response to greater population targets set by the State Government and to keep pressure off urban encroachment into the State’s green wedges (urban growth boundaries),  municipalities like Moreland have been working strategically to ensure that new urban development is concentrated in ‘activity corridors’ that promote employment, new residential development and commercial activity. These precincts are designed to take advantage of existing public transport and other infrastructure in order to ensure that our city is encouraging active transport and environmental sustainability.
Moreland City Council has undertaken significant strategic work to ensure that new urban development is environmentally sustainable, of higher quality and is designed in a way that creates liveable, breathable and thriving neighbourhoods. This work in includes ‘structure plans’ for our main activity centres in Brunswick and Coburg (C123 and C134), minimum environmental standards for new developments (C71) and minimum quality standards for apartments (C142). Despite this work however, there have been a number of urban developments that have resulted in poor outcomes for both future residents and surrounding communities. Some of these outcomes include small dwellings without access to daylight, precincts that are under intense development pressure without much open space (e.g. Breese St, Brunswick) and developments that do not respond to the neighbourhood character or heritage fabric of an area.
Several cities across Australia have begun to use architectural panels to provide guidance and advice on urban development to improve the quality of new development. These panels are appointed by Council to provide advice when required on planning permit applications.
