389 - 395 Victoria Street, Brunswick - Planning Permit Application MPS/2017/149 (D18/103358)

	The application seeks approval for the construction of buildings and works for an extension to the existing warehouse and a reduction in the standard car parking requirement. The application was advertised and 19 objections were received, including 4 objections from a duplicate address. The main issues raised in objections include the height of the extension, overshadowing, loss of street trees, creation of vehicle access, lack of car parking, existing car parking issues, existing noise, dust, fumes and amenity issues.

A Planning Information and Discussion meeting was held on 31 October 2017. Following this meeting the applicant committed to amending plans. The amended plans were advertised on 5 March 2018. Two additional objections were received. The amended plans include a reduction of the width of the Henkel Street vehicle access door and crossover, the rearrangement of car spaces in the Victoria Street front setback to enable deliveries and allocation of one disability car space; notation of rain harvesting tanks, three secure bicycles racks within the warehouse and three undercover bicycle racks adjoining the street, and a new high performing dust collector appliance located within the warehouse.

The report details the assessment of the application against the policies and provisions of the Moreland Planning Scheme.

The key planning considerations are:


Is the built form appropriate at the residential interface?

Has appropriate landscaping been provided?

Are the existing use rights of the existing use preserved by the application?

Has adequate car and bicycle parking been provided?

Are adequate loading/unloading facilities provided?
The proposal is considered to respond to the buildings and works provisions of the Moreland Planning Scheme in the Industrial 3 Zone. The additional floor area provided by the warehouse extension will not result in additional traffic or parking congestion associated with the existing use of the site or unreasonably impact the adjoining residential land. Conditions included in the recommendation will result in an improved transition to residential properties and ensure the retention of street trees.

It is recommended that a Notice of Decision to Grant a Planning Permit be issued for the proposal.

	Officer Recommendation

That a Notice of Decision to Grant Planning Permit No. MPS/2017/149 be issued for Buildings and works for an extension to the existing warehouse and a reduction in the standard car parking requirement at 389-395 Victoria Street, Brunswick, subject to the following conditions:

Amended plans 
1.
Before the development commences, amended plans to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority. When approved, the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit. The plans must be drawn to scale with dimensions and must be generally in accordance with the plans advertised 5 March 2018, but modified to show:

a)
The building setback from the northern boundary a minimum distance of 5.56 metres to align with the western wall of the dwelling at 39 Henkel Street (approved development of 54 Talbot Street) for a distance of at least 5 metres at the north-east corner of the site. The area of provided from the setbacks must accommodate permeable surfaces and landscaping, which must be designed in accordance with the landscape plan required by condition 3 of this permit and include at least one small canopy tree.

b)
The retention of the street trees fronting Henkel Street to the east side of the existing crossover and on Talbot Street (north of 59 Talbot Street), and provision of Tree Protection Zones (TPZ). The plans must include a notation that the retention measures for works within the TPZ of the trees along the Henkel Street boundary and Talbot Street (east of the entry gate) will be in accordance with the development impact assessment report as required by condition 4).

c)
The works to the Henkel Street crossover noted to ensure no change to the east edge of the crossing, and to dimension the crossover as 3.6 metres wide at the property boundary from the east edge. The west edge of the crossing is to include a 1 metre straight splay on the west edge from the property boundary to the kerb.

d)
The notation for the reconfigured existing eastern vehicle crossing in Victoria Street changed to state the west portion of the crossing is to be deleted and the crossing narrowed to match the eastern end of the picket fence.

e)
The veranda/ balcony posts to the east side of the DDA compliant car space (disabled car space) modified to allow clearance from the car door so that no post adjoins the car space, except corner posts.

f)
Removal of reference to options in relation to car parking spaces 5 to 10 and show them as individual spaces as shown on the plan as ‘option 1’. 

g)
The height of the vehicle entry door to Henkel Street reduced in height to a maximum 2.4 metres.

h)
A mural is to be shown painted/produced on the Talbot Street loading access door (similar in size to the area of the door) it is to be commissioned by a local artist.

i)
A landscape plan in accordance with condition 3 of this permit.

j)
Any modifications arising from the amended Sustainable Design Assessment (condition 8 of this permit).

k)
A schedule of all proposed exterior decorations, materials, finishes and colours, including colour samples.

Secondary consent 

2.
The development as shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the Responsible Authority. This does not apply to any exemption specified in Clauses 62.02-1 and 62.02-2 of the Moreland Planning Scheme unless specifically noted as a permit condition.
Landscaping

3.
Prior to the commencement of any development works, a landscape plan must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority. The landscape plan must provide the following:

a)
Identification of any existing trees and vegetation on site and adjoining land proposed to be removed and retained, including the tree protection zones. Vegetation retainment must include strategies for the retainment (i.e. barriers and signage during the construction process).

b)
A schedule of all proposed trees, shrubs and ground covers (including numbers, size at planting, size at maturity and botanical names), as well as sealed and paved surfaces. Including a replacement street tree to the west of the crossover in Henkel Street and a small canopy tree within the street setback in the north‑east corner of the site. The flora selection and landscape design should be drought tolerant and based on species selection recommended in the Moreland Landscape Guidelines 2009. 

c)
Details of the location and type of all paved and sealed areas. Extensive hard surfaces are not supported. The adoption of porous/permeable paving, rain gardens and other water sensitive urban design features is encouraged.

4.
Prior to the endorsement of plans, a development impact assessment report, prepared by an arborist, including recommendations as to the construction methodology required to preserve the health of the adjoining street trees adjoining the site on Henkel Street (east of the crossover) and Talbot Street, to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. When it is approved, the report will form part of the endorsed plans. Construction must be in accordance with the approved report.

5.
Prior to the occupation of the development, all landscaping works must be completed and maintained in accordance with the approved and endorsed landscape drawing to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

6.
Prior to development commencing (including any demolition, excavations, tree removal, delivery of building/construction materials and/or temporary buildings), all council trees marked on the endorsed plans as being retained must have a Tree Protection Zone (TPZ) to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. The fencing associated with this TPZ must meet the following requirements:

a)
Extent

The tree protection fencing (TPF) is to be provided to the extent of the identified TPZ.

If works are shown on any endorsed plan of this permit within the confines of the calculated TPZ, then the TPF must be taken in to only the minimum amount necessary to allow the works to be completed.

b)
Fencing

All tree protection fencing required by this permit must be erected in accordance with the approved TPZ.

The TPF must be erected to form a visual and physical barrier and must be a minimum height of 1.5 metres and of chain mesh or similar fence with 1.8 metre support posts (e.g. treated pine or similar) every 3-4 metres, including a top line of high visibility plastic hazard tape erected around the perimeter of the fence.

c)
Signage

Fixed signs are to be provided on all visible sides of the TPF clearly stating ‘Tree Protection Zone - No Entry’, to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 

d)
Irrigation

The area within the TPZ and TPF must be irrigated during the summer months with 1 litre of clean water for every 1cm of trunk girth measured at the soil/trunk interface on a weekly basis.

e)
Provision of Services

All services (including water, electricity, gas and telephone) should be installed underground, and located outside of any TPZ, wherever practically possible. If underground services are to be routed within an established TPZ, they must be installed by directional boring with the top of the bore to be a minimum depth of 600mm below the existing grade, to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

Bore pits must be located outside of the TPZ or manually excavated without damage to roots, to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

f)
Access to TPZ

Should temporary access be necessary within the Tree Protection Zone during the period of construction, the Responsible Authority must be informed prior to relocating the fence (as it may be necessary to undertake additional root protection measures such as bridging over with timber).

7.
Prior to the commencement of occupation or at a later date with the prior written consent of the Responsible Authority, the owner must pay Council to remove and provide an advanced replacement tree in an appropriate location in a nature strip nearby in accordance with the Moreland Street Landscape Strategy for each street tree removed for the vehicle crossing, to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

Sustainable Design assessment

8.
Prior to the endorsement of plans, a Sustainability Design Assessment (SDA) must be submitted to and approved to the satisfaction by the Responsible Authority. The Sustainability Design Assessment (SDA) must demonstrate a best practice standard of environmentally sustainable design and be generally in accordance with the Sustainable Design Assessment by Domain Energy Ratings including BESS Report(project number 8911) and STORM report (Transaction ID 492783) received 29/08/2017 (Trim D17/289459) but modified to include the following changes:

a)
Bicycle parking (50% above the minimum required in the planning scheme).

b)
‘Publish’ the BESS report (so it is no longer in ‘draft’ format).

c)
Demonstrate best practice Urban Ecology (i.e. include light coloured roofing material).

The amended report must achieve an overall score in the BESS tool of 50% or higher, and have ‘pass’ rates of 50% for the ‘Energy’, ‘Water’ and ‘IEQ’ categories and 100% for the ‘Stormwater’ category. When submitted and approved to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, the SMP and associated notated plans will be endorsed to form part of this permit.

Where alternative ESD initiatives are proposed to those specified in this condition, the Responsible Authority may vary the requirements of this condition at its discretion, subject to the development achieving equivalent (or greater) ESD outcomes in association with the development.

9.
All works must be undertaken in accordance with the endorsed Sustainability Design Assessment (SDA) to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. No alterations to the SDA may occur without the prior written consent of the Responsible Authority.

Development Contribution Plan Levy 

10.
Prior to the issue of a Building Permit in relation to the development approved by this permit, a Development Infrastructure Levy must be paid to Moreland City Council in accordance with the approved Development Contributions Plan. The Development Infrastructure Levy is charged per 100 square metres of leasable floor space.

If an application for subdivision of the land in accordance with the development approved by this permit is submitted to Council, payment of the Development Infrastructure Levy can be delayed to a date being whichever is the sooner of the following: 


A maximum of 12 months from the date of issue of the Building Permit; or 


Prior to the issue of a Statement of Compliance for the subdivision.

When a staged subdivision is sought, the Development Infrastructure Levy must be paid prior to the issue of a Statement of Compliance for each stage of subdivision in accordance with a Schedule of Development Contributions approved as part of the subdivision.

General conditions

The doors to the warehouse from Talbot Street and Henkel Street must only be open when they are in use, and otherwise are to remain closed. The Henkel Street vehicle access door or adjoining wall is to contain clear signage that there is no access to delivery vehicles from that entry.
12.
Prior to the occupation of the development, any Council or service authority pole or pit within 1 metre of a proposed vehicle crossing, including the 1 metre splays on the crossing, must be relocated or modified at the expense of the permit holder to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and the relevant service authority.

13.
The area set aside for the parking of vehicles and access lanes shown on the endorsed plan must to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority: 


Be completed prior to the occupation of the development (extension).


Be maintained.


Be properly formed to such levels that it can be used according to the endorsed plan.


Have the boundaries of all vehicle parking spaces clearly marked on the ground to accord with the endorsed plan.


Not be used for any other purpose other than the parking of vehicles.

14.
Prior to the occupation of the development, all boundary walls must be constructed, cleaned and finished to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

Time limit

15.
This permit will expire if one of the following circumstances applies:

a)
The development is not commenced within 2 years from the date of issue of this permit.

b)
The development is not completed within 4 years from the date of issue of this permit.

The Responsible Authority may extend the period referred to if a request is made in writing before the permit expires or:


Within 6 months after the permit expires to extend the commencement date.


Within 12 months after the permit expires to extend the completion date of the development if the development has lawfully commenced.

	The application seeks approval for the construction of 8 dwellings (6 triple storey and 2 double storey) and a reduction of the standard car parking requirements. The application was advertised and 15 objections were received. The main issues raised in the objections are on-site parking provision, traffic impacts, use of the lane, car stackers, overdevelopment and neighbourhood character.  

A Planning Information and Discussion meeting was held on 11 April 2017 and was attended by 2 Council officers, the applicant and one objector. No changes were made to the proposal following the meeting.
The report details the assessment of the application against the policies and provisions of the Moreland Planning Scheme.

The key planning considerations are:


Whether the development adequately responds to the objectives of the Design and Development Overlay Schedule 24 (DDO24) and the purpose of the Residential Growth Zone Schedule 2 (RGZ2);

Whether the design of the building is acceptable in its context;

Whether the car parking provision is acceptable; and

Whether the off-site amenity impacts are acceptable.
The proposal has strong strategic support given its location in the Moreland Road/Melville Road Neighbourhood Centre. The proposal has a high level of compliance with the relevant provisions of the Moreland Planning Scheme including Clause 32.07 (Residential Growth Zone, Schedule 2), Clause 43.02 (Design and Development Overlay, Schedule 24) and Clause 55. Subject to conditions of this recommendation, it is considered that the proposal responds appropriately to the preferred character of the area.

Champ Street Streetscape Improvement Plan (D18/142327)

	At its meeting October 2006 meeting, Council resolved to endorse the Pentridge Streetscapes Concept, dated May 2006. In 2014, the then Minister for Planning approved the 2014 Pentridge Coburg Masterplan which includes a commitment to review the 2006 Pentridge Streetscapes Concept Design. An updated Concept Design has been prepared by Shayher Group in consultation with Council officers. Informing the review is a Heritage Study, commissioned by Council, which assesses the heritage significance of the Champ Street streetscape including the street trees. 

The updated Concept Design includes streetscape improvements to the east and west side of Champ Street between Pentridge Boulevard to the south and Murray Road to the north. It also includes provision for landscaping along the southern side of Murray Road between Champ Street and Stockade Avenue.

The plan is largely consistent with the 2006 plan with a number of key changes including (but not limited to) the retention of Spotted Gums on the east side of Champ Street (with the exception of the Spotted Gum permitted for removal under permit MPS/2015/206) the removal of indented parking along the east side of Champ Street and the provision of a greater number of trees on the south side of Murray Road. 

Residents of Champ Street were notified of the concept plan and have been invited to make a submission to Council. In addition, the Pentridge Coburg Action Group, Coburg Historical Society, National Trust and Heritage Victoria were all notified and invited to make a submission. To date Council has received 9 submissions including from the Pentridge Coburg Action Group and Heritage Victoria. 

This report discusses the changes shown in the updated Concept Design and the submissions received by residents. It is recommended that the Urban Planning Committee resolve to adopt the revised plan with minor changes to supersede the 2006 Pentridge Streetscapes Concept Plan.
